Bob graduated from Gravette High School. He served in the United States Army. Bob
began working for Harvey Jones at age 18 and retired as Senior Vice President of Jones
Truck Lines in 1981. At age 22, Bob became a charter member of the First Presbyterian
Church in Springdale and was an ordained elder. He served in many capacities at the
church, including chairman of the building committee for the present building.

He
liked playing bridge with friends and having coffee with the coffee shop buddies. Bob had
a great sense of humor teasing family and friends and he always had a joke to tell.
